From there he moved back to
Tennessee for 8 years, then Saudi Arabiafor 8 years, then to
Louisiana in 1985. After ten years working with the
Jennings church, Douglas got his funera director's license
and has been working for Miguez Funeral Home since,
while also ministering a a mission church in Welsh,
LA. He plans to retire in July of this year.
